WORK SAMPLE REQUIREMENTS

Writers: Writing sample should be representative of the genre in which you would be working at
Spiro Arts. Works-in-progress may be submitted but should be accompanied by a sample of finished
works. Please submit three sets of the following: (a) six to ten poems, or (b) up to two short stories,
or (c) the first chapter of or twenty pages of a book, do NOT send a complete book, or (d) a script of a
complete work.

Visual Artists: Ten images of current work. Please send digital files on CD or DVD. Each image
should be no more than 1024 pixels in either direction at 72 DPI. Please name each file with your last
name, first initial, underscore, order number (for example, SmithM_1.jpg). Also, include an image
sheet with corresponding numbers, title, date, medium and dimensions. For time-based work, please
send five (5) minutes on a DVD. Please be sure to label the DVD with your name and title of the
work. Only the first five minutes of any DVD will be reviewed. It may include multiple works.

Composers: Send three sets of the following: (a) up to three scores (include dates completed), and,
if available (b) a corresponding CD of the work labeled with title, your name, duration of composition
and date of composition.
